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BOARD BRIEFS 

GATE OPERATION 
            Residents have been using the access to and from Myrtle Ridge Drive via our new gates since July 17th. 
During the early period of use, we have adjusted the interval that the gate remains open to the minimum the 
gates allow in their present configuration.  The system is designed to permit the passage of one authorized car 
before the gate comes down again but not so quickly as to come down on some one’s car.  If a car enters the 
gate area before the gate comes down or even if the gate is on the way down, the gate will reverse and go back 
up until the car passes by the last detection loop. A detection loop is a wire buried just under the pavement sur-
face to recognize, magnetically, a car above.  As such, you may occasionally notice vehicles seemingly tail-
gating through the gates.  During the design phase, this was judged better than causing damage to a vehicle and 
breaking a gate arm which would, of course, cause the gate to be closed until it could be repaired. The effec-
tiveness of the present cycle will be monitored on a continuing basis. 
            As we begin enjoying the convenience of shorter distances to CVS, Wal*Mart and points east, the 
long-time users of Myrtle Ridge Drive will be confronted with unaccustomed traffic to and from Myrtle Trace 
Drive. The STOP sign you see after clearing the gate and arriving at that intersection is as important to your 
safety as is the one at the intersection with Burning Ridge Road. 
            We are aware that some of our residents have been or are away and have not yet had the gate pass decal 
attached to their cars. If you now wish to have one installed, make a copy of your auto registration and call 
Dan Seeds at 347-6615.

A BIG JOB – VERY WELL DONE 
            At our annual meeting in February, a call was made for volunteers to work on The Gate Project. 
Four uniquely qualified residents stepped forward to form what turned out to be an outstanding project 
team. Joe Johns brought an electronics background and light construction experience to the job while Al 
Robertson provided many years of procurement experience. Dave Smyth brought previous experience with 
gate systems and Jim Wilkison drew upon his many years as a highway maintenance supervisor to serve as 
the Project Manager. 
            Once Horry County relinquished its easement to our roads with the provision that we install gates, 
the work started in earnest. About 15 operating gate facilities in the local area were visited and evaluated. 
Four gate activation systems were considered and the final decision was based on providing the greatest 
convenience for our residents. Jim designed the gate area layout  including the turnarounds and the protec-
tive bollards. Joe,  Dave and Jim spent countless hours coordinating with the six different contractors com-
pleting various phases of the project. Al arranged for the purchase of the different signs, reflectors and other 
items required to complete the job. Dan Seeds provided valuable assistance with the evaluation of competi-
tive bids and the final negotiations on each contract. Al Hardee Maintenance installed the fencing and other 
landscaping required and Lyle Kershner provided the continuing support of the Property Committee. 
            As the project neared completion, Dan & Nancy Seeds organized and directed 18 teams of residents 
who installed the barcode labels on each of the residents’ vehicles. This installation was essentially com-
pleted within two weeks. 
            Joe, Al, Dave and Jim displayed a high degree of professionalism as they worked to ensure that the 
job was done correctly for the benefit of all of our residents. Their efforts are deeply appreciated. This all 
just goes to prove that we have the talent, the skills and the willingness here in Myrtle Trace to do anything 
that needs to be done (well, almost anything!).
