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BOARD BRIEFS 
MYRTLE TRACE ROADWAYS 

On March 11, 2008, a Warranty Deed was recorded by the Horry County Registrar of Deeds by which Inter-
national Paper Realty Corporation granted to Myrtle Trace Homeowners Association, Inc., 17.33 acres constituting 
all of the common areas of Phase VIII. Also included in this conveyance is all right, title, and interest of the Grantor 
to the streets and roads in Myrtle Trace Community, more particularly described in Exhibit A attached thereto and 
incorporated therein by reference. That Exhibit listed all of the named Circles, Courts, Drives and Lanes in our com-
munity including Myrtle Trace Drive from Burning Ridge Road to Myrtle Ridge Drive but excepting that portion of 
Myrtle Trace Drive from Burning Ridge Road toward Singleton Ridge Road. 
 
 The named roadways thus become part of our “Common Grounds”; however, they will continue to be re-
ferred to as “County Right of Way” until the Court rules that the Easement previously granted to the County has been 
rescinded. In that regard, we will be answering the County’s discovery and filing the Association’s discovery to the 
County in the next few weeks. The Court date for our suit remains undetermined; we will not press the matter until 
recent patching is replaced by extensive resurfacing of Myrtle Trace Drive between Cricket Court and Berry Tree 
Lane. We have information that this action is imminent.  
 
 One of the Phase VIII parcels just deeded to the Association has heretofore been assessed on the basis of a 
“future development” designation. We are applying for special valuation on this parcel which contains six of the re-
tention ponds and a natural buffer only accessible through three service and firefighting corridors, fifteen feet wide, 
between residential lots: one each on Candlewood Drive, Beechwood Court and Glenwood Drive. It is expected that 
reappraisal will bring assessment consistent with those of the other seventeen tax parcels held by the Association; 
thereby avoiding a significant tax burden. 

 
STRAY CATS 

The Horry County Police, Environmental Services Department, under Lt. Randy Gause (843-915-6983) is 
responsible for removal of stray or feral cats. They neither trap nor provide traps for the capture of such animals. The 
individual experiencing problems with animals must collect (trap) them; after which the Environmental Services De-
partment, 843-248-1520, will take them away. Alternately, the individual who has trapped such an animal may de-
liver it to the Horry County Animal Shelter off Route 701 north of Conway. 

 
In early April, on a trial basis, the MTHOA will purchase and make available one suitable trap for short term 

use by residents in collecting stray and/or feral cats. During this trial period, the scheduled use of the trap can be ar-
ranged by contacting Dan Seeds at 347-6615. 
 
MYRTLE TRACE VOLUNTEERISM 
 Two of Myrtle Trace’s long-serving volunteers have decided to “retire”. Beth and Ron Crow, chairpersons of 
the Activities Committee and the Property Committee, respectively, have submitted their resignations to the Board 
after several years of service. Beth first chaired the Activities Committee in 2000 and has chaired it most of the years 
since. Ron joined the Property Committee in 2002 and has served as chairman since December 2004. Their contribu-
tions over the years are greatly appreciated. 
 Dick Sievers has agreed to lead the Activities Committee and the Board expects to appoint a Property Com-
mittee Chairman within the next several days.
