UPDATE ON OUR ROADS

Our suit to retain control of
our roads has not yet been put on the
Court calendar and a hearing may be
months away. In the meantime, our
attorney is working with
International Paper Realty
Corporation to finally deed over the
land underneath the roads to the
Myrtle Trace Homeowners
Association. This and the
conveyance of the common grounds
in Phase VIII should have happened
years ago under the terms of our
Covenants.

We are also using this time
while we await a Court date to
investigate gate options which would
allow Muyrtle Trace residents access
to Myrtle Ridge Drive.

The enclosed letter from the
Board of Directors and Budget
Overview reflect the $5.00 per month
dues increase necessary to fund the
control and maintenance of our
roadways. The surplus reflected in
the budget as “net income” is
primarily due to the establishment of
a fund to be used for maintenance of
our roads.

The item on your property tax
bill labeled “Stormwater Fee” is your
share of the County’s cost of
establishing, maintaining and
managing the infrastructure
necessary to collect and conduct the

runoff of rainfall which is
not readily absorbed in the
soil. This tax was recently
instituted to defray the ris-
ing costs brought about by
the increased development
across the County. Open
land has been covered over
by houses, driveways, busi-
ness structures, parking lots
and roadways. The rainfall
landing on these new hard
surfaces becomes a burden
on storm water facilities.
The development of Portrait
Homes’ project on the for-
mer West Course of the
Burning Ridge Golf Club
creates one such burden.

Over the years run-

off from the West Course has been
conducted via an open ditch along
Burning Ridge Road into a culvert
beneath Myrtle Trace Drive connect-
ing to one of our storm water reten-
tion ponds we call Tern Lake. For the
most part this arrangement had been
beneficial to the extent that the vol-
ume of runoff provided a natural
purging by regular spillage from
Tern Lake into the County’s “Big
Ditch”. When insufficient rainfall
slowed or stopped this drainage flow,
the open ditch became an overgrown
eyesore. Regularly, in response to the
Association’s complaints, the State
Highway Department cleared the ob-
structing vegetation and repaired the
erosion caused by runoff from Burn-
ing Ridge Road.

The County department re-
sponsible for storm water control has
required that Portrait Homes divert
some of its runoff away from the
channel described above. Since it is
not yet clear whether that diversion
will offset the increase from the ex-
panding hard surfaces, the impact on
flow through Tern Lake is unknown.
Whatever effect these changes may
have, the County wants to have un-
obstructed flow from the Portrait
Homes property to Tern Lake. The
State wants to avoid exposure from
erosion causing vehicles to fall into
the ditch. The County obtained the
State’s permission to install a buried
pipe conduit from Portrait Homes to

Myrtle Trace Drive to eliminate the open ditch along Burning Ridge
Road. At this writing, that project is nearing completion. The wants of
the two governmental levels appear to have been satisfied.

Several of the wants of the Association seem to have been
addressed. Runoff from the properties on Loblolly Lane had flowed
directly into that roadside ditch. This project provides for the
installation of catch basins to channel the Loblolly runoffs directly
into the buried pipe system. In the catch basin nearest Myrtle Trace
Drive an adjustable spillway is to be installed with its normal
elevation the same as that of the Tern Lake spillway into the “Big
Ditch”. When we transfer water into Sparrow and Tern Lakes it will
no longer flow back to the Portrait Homes property. Upon completion
of this project, we expect the appearance and flow of Tern Lake to
improve, and the areas scarred by construction traffic to be repaired.
Additionally, landscaping of the improved right-of-way promises to
enhance community appearance.

APPOINTMENT

Jack Mehl, Secretary/Treasurer of the MTHOA, and a Phase
VIII resident, has been appointed to the Horry County Storm Water
Management Committee by Carl Schwartzkopf, our District County
Council representative. Jack is very familiar with the workings of this
committee, having been our liaison to the County on matters involving
our lakes. On behalf of the community, the Board of Directors would
like to extend our congratulations to Jack Mehl for this important
interface position with the County, that will also benefit Myrtle Trace.

NOMINATING COMMITTEE

The second meeting of the Nominating Committee was held
on November 7, 2007, and the Committee unanimously approved four
nominees as Board candidates. Their names will be announced in the
January issue of News & Views and their photos and resumes will be
included in the Annual Meeting packets.

Our Total Current Assets are $198,288.86. $191,943.84 of this
total are cash equivalents in Certificates of Deposit, Money Market
and checking accounts, petty cash and receipts not yet deposited on
the last business day of the month.

Total Current Liabilities are $30,144.00. They are $27,050.00
of deferred fee income representing amounts received from home-
owners for prepaid dues and $3,094.00 accrued expenses payable
representing amounts not yet billed for services provided to us in
September.

Total Equity of $166,144.86 represents the Association’s
holdings in funds for major repairs and replacements, operating funds
and net income to date in 2007.

In summary, our financial health remains sound, our future
needs are properly funded and we are fortunate that our members meet
their dues obligations responsibly.
