SITUATIONS & THE BOARD

There are many topics that spark the interest of our residents and each year there are a few that gather
more than their share of conversations and opinions. To revisit a few, we will start with The Gates.

The preservation of our gates and the subsequent return of our roads have generated two diverse view-
points. We won’t debate those positions in the News & Views but we can enlighten our readers regarding the
basis for the decision that has been reached.

During the period in which Myrtle Trace Drive was open to “cut through” traffic to and from the
Switch Road (now called Myrtle Ridge Drive), our community was inundated with cars, trucks, school buses,
delivery vans and construction vehicles. As a result of near misses involving stop signs, property damage and
personal safety, the Board petitioned the County to permit the installation of the gates. Subsequent Boards
have concurred with this move and the vast majority of our residents have continually agreed.

The decision to petition for the privatization of our streets was the result of the “political” stance of the
County Council and their expected vote to open Myrtle Trace Drive to all traffic. We have carefully studied
the economic factors relating to the maintenance of the streets and we are confident that we will have the
resources necessary to maintain, repair and upgrade where necessary in the future.

The Portable Activity Sign. This sign, intended for use by the Activities Committee, has been another
issue which has generated controversy. Our Covenants and Restrictions specifically forbid signage in the
community. The Activities Committee has requested approval of such a sign to “advertise” events on several
