AESTHETICS, FOUNTAINS, AND THE COVENANTS

A few years ago the notion of aesthetics was introduced as a concept that would change the appearance
of the Myrtle Trace community. However, our Covenants make no provision for the promotion of such a
concept. Contrarily, the Covenants prescribe adherence to the original architectural design. Under this system
of governance, to which we all agreed when we purchased our homes here, the exhibition of individual good
taste and sense of beauty is confined within the exterior walls of each of the 518 dwellings in Myrtle Trace.
The Covenants define the appearance of the community beyond the walls of the individual dwellings. It is the
responsibility of each member of the Association to adhere to the original architectural standards. The
Architectural Review Committee assists the Board of Directors in the enforcement of the Covenants in this
regard.

As a consequence of the introduction of “aesthetics”, expectations arose that Myrtle Trace would
become something other than it was designed to be. A project was proposed to beautify our retention ponds
with fountains, and a replacement of the fountain that had earlier been in Lake Bunting from 1999 to 2003 was
considered. The earlier unit had required constant repair and by the end of 2001 its usefulness was questioned.
Our water management professionals informed us that fountains were not an effective tool to enhance water
quality and in fact increased the evaporation rate. When that fountain broke down again in 2003, it was
removed and the then current Board adopted the policy that it would only be replaced if the professionals
managing our ponds recommended that it was essential for the health of the pond.

The fountain in Lake Bunting is indicative of two issues we now face as a community. The first is the
realization that when a Board of Directors views its obligations and responsibilities differently from those
defined in the Covenants it may lead it to make decisions inconsistent with those of past Boards. The second
issue is the notion that a Board may stray from the original architectural design as defined in the Covenants
without first having gotten approval of the membership to the necessary change in the Covenants. Both of
these issues are discussed and resolved in the Covenants, Articles of Incorporation and the Bylaws, which

provide for maintenance, preservation and architectural control of the
residence lots and common properties and promote the health, safety
and welfare of the residents within the Association’s properties.

The Covenants and Bylaws may best be viewed as a form of
“Warranty Statement” which outlines the Association’s intent to
sustain the impressions, appearance and ambiance which led our
members to purchase property and take up residence in Myrtle Trace.
Each member should be assured that the Board of Directors will
perform to these standards and take measures to promote the same
level of motivation in all our residents. Adherence to these objectives
has been demonstrated across more than twenty years of appreciating
property values. Myrtle Trace will retain its reputation as a model
residential community to the extent that its Board of Directors meets
its clearly defined responsibilities as “warranty agent”.

INSURANCE CERTIFICATION

Our Covenants require each owner to maintain in full force at
all times insurance covering the improvements on his lot to one
hundred percent (100%) of the full value thereof, with loss payable on
the basis of the cost of replacement without deduction for
depreciation. Appropriate certificates showing evidence of such
insurance are to be furnished to the Association (and new policies or
certificates evidencing the renewal of each expiring policy of
insurance shall be furnished to the Association). The policies or
certificates are to contain a provision that at least ten (ten) days prior
to cancellation, the Association shall receive written notice thereof.

Owners who have not arranged that their insurers
automatically notify the Association (of any new policy, renewal of an
existing policy or cancellation of an existing policy) must themselves
furnish the Association with copies of their insurer’s documents
showing evidence of each such event. Documentation will provide the
name of the insurer, the policy number, address of the insured

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premises, effective dates of coverage and the amount of coverage on
the dwelling.

When owners have not met their obligations to arrange for or
to provide evidence of maintaining the required insurance they are in
violation of the Covenants. Such violations most easily occur when
renewal premiums are paid but the renewal document has not been
copied and furnished to the Association. On sales of properties the
new owner may be represented by an attorney who has failed to
emphasize the obligations arising from the purchase of property in a
Covenant restricted community, and the new owner begins his
relationship with the Association in violation of the Covenants.

If your copies of your homeowner’s insurance documents do
not indicate that the insurer recognizes its obligations to notify the
Association, please make a copy of the most recent document which
provides the data cited in the second paragraph above and drop it in
the slot at the Clubhouse where you place your homeowner fee
payments.

Violation of the Covenants, in the same manner as
delinquency in payment of fees, labels that owner as “not in good
standing”. The effects of this designation are several: among these, the
individual cannot be nominated for elected office in the Association
and in the case of violation of insurance covenants the Association
will seek a court order for enforcement in the event of a casualty loss
or significant damage to the dwelling.

CLUBHOUSE BULLETIN BOARD

The Association’s bulletin board located to the right of the
Clubhouse entrance will be purged of dated material. On January 15,
2008 all items posted at that time will be removed. If you currently
have an item displayed which you wish to save, please remove it at
any time prior to January 15™. Your saved item can be re-posted after
that date. The following guidelines should be observed:

1. Place a DATE on the item or activity posted; it will be
removed after sixty days of display.
2. Services/businesses of RESIDENT OWNERS can be
advertised by means of a 3 X 5 or business card indicating
DATE of posting and placed on the left side of the board;
it will be removed after one year of display.
3. Oversized posters (larger than 8 %2 X 11) require prior
approval due to space constraints.
4. POLITICAL items are not to be posted; the Clubhouse is a
voting location.
5. UNDATED or non-conforming postings will be removed
at any time.

GARDEN CLUB

200711 What a year of weather contrasts!! Fairly normal rainfall for the first 6 months, then entered
old man DROUGHT. In addition, a late spring frost (in mid-April) really messed up the biological clock of
many of our plants. For example, one of the Brugmansia plants in the garden bloomed 3 separate times this
year (normal is once in mid to late fall).

At this writing, (12-14-07), perennial plants in the garden found to be blooming included: Camellia
sasanqua, Camellia japonica, several Encore Azaleas, Blue Sky Vine (Thunbergia), Firecracker Plant
(Ruellia), Stella de Oro Daylily, Variegated Weigelia, Mexican Sage, Oxalis, Coreopsis, and Shasta Daisy.
In many cases, new flower buds were visible and, provided that no frost occurs, these will open before De-
cember is over.

All in all, a most unusual fall and early winter in Myrtle Trace. One of our newcomers to Myrtle
Trace even has a Mandevilla in full bloom and this is a true tropical plant (variety is believed to be Red
Riding Hood - a very deep red, velvety flower).

The Garden Club will meet on Thursday, January 3rd at 2 PM in the Clubhouse and plans for the
spring planting season will be on the agenda. Your ideas, suggestions and/or comments would be appreci-
ated, so mark your calendar now and plan to meet with us.
