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BOARD BRIEFS 

UPDATE ON THE GATES 
            The Forest Lake HOA settlement agreement was approved by the Horry County Council after it was 
amended to require the HOA to replace their present fixed gates with card access equipment activating mov-
able gates for entry and exit by their residents at the Myrtle Ridge Drive end of their roadways. Since it had 
been our intent to install such equipment after rescission of the right of way easement to the county, our agree-
ment was reworded to commit to that change within twelve months after the filing of the quit claim deeds re-
storing control of the roads to our Association. 
            The December meeting of the Infrastructure & Regulations Committee was cancelled, thus delaying 
their review of our agreement until the January 8, 2009 meeting. We expect that the enabling Ordinance will 
then be submitted by the I & R Committee to the County Council for the first of the three readings and votes. 
The third reading should occur just after our annual meeting in February.  
 
MTHOA BUDGET FOR 2009  
            Last month we distributed copies of the Budget for 2009 in the News & Views with a covering letter 
from the Board establishing the dues for 2009 at the current level of $660 per year.   The package for the An-
nual Meeting which you will receive in January, a month before the  meeting, will include the financial results 
for the year 2008, including a Balance Sheet.  It is on the Balance Sheet that the funding of future obligations 
is reported.  Thus the $5.00 per month dues increase we have paid this past year will be reflected in the line on 
the Balance Sheet “CDs Operating Fund” and will show an amount of $31,549.62.  This amount includes the 
$31,080.00 resulting from the dues increase and interest earned thereon. Separate Certificates of Deposit have 
been established for the investment of these funds, similar to but separate from our Designated Fund. 
            In the budget for 2009 the projection for Net Ordinary Income is shown as $20,909.00. That number 
reflects deficit spending for the year in the amount of $10,171.00. This deficit will be covered by the applica-
tion of previously retained earnings.  Our retained earnings total approximately $60,000.00 and are included in 
the Equity portion of the year end Balance Sheet. 
 
NOMINATING COMMITTEE 
            The Nominating Committee is busy preparing the packets for the Annual Meeting which will be held 
on February 14th. We expect to deliver the packets to your newspaper tube on the weekend of January 10th,  
2009.
