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BOARD BRIEFS 

GATES PROGRESS REPORT 
            The street light and electric supply are installed in the service island location where the gate equipment 
is to be placed. By the time you will be reading this, the excavation for the turn around paving areas and the 
laying of conduit to the bar code reader locations will have been completed. The current schedule anticipates 
the placement of concrete bases for the gate and reader equipment and the service island curbing will be near-
ing completion. It is expected that the gate system will be operable by mid July. 
            You will have been contacted by the volunteers who will install the bar code decals on your vehicles, 
and that effort is scheduled for the last week of June and the first week of July. If you have not been contacted 
for the bar code installation by the second week of July, please call Dan Seeds at 347-6615. As this project is 
nearing completion, a barricade will be placed on Myrtle Trace Drive just beyond Cedar Ridge Lane to ensure 
clear work space for the gate contractor and discourage premature attempts of residents to try out their new 
gate pass decals. 
            Folding signs reading “GATES CLOSED” will be displayed along Myrtle Trace Drive at the intersec-
tions of Burning Ridge Road, Timberline Drive and Cedar Ridge Lane whenever the gates are out of service 
for any reason. These signs will be in place by early July displaying “Gates Closed”. When the gates first be-
come operable in July the signs will then be folded shut. This will be your notification that the gates are in op-
eration and available for your use. 
            After the gate system has been installed, emergency vehicles need only emit their “yelp” signal and the 
gates will open for their passage. During evacuation events the gates will be set in the open position for the du-
ration of that emergency need.   
 
STRAY & FERAL CATS 

Residents owning cats are reminded that those pets are not permitted to roam the properties and doing 
so will cause them to be considered as stray or feral. 

The Horry County Police, Environmental Services Department, is responsible for removal of stray or 
feral cats. They neither trap nor provide traps for the capture of such animals. The individual experiencing 
problems with animals must collect (trap) them after which the Environmental Services Department, 843-248-
1520, will take them away. Alternately, the individual who has trapped such an animal may deliver it to the 
Horry County Animal Shelter off Route 701 north of Conway. 

The MTHOA will make available one suitable trap for short term use by residents in collecting stray 
and/or feral cats. The scheduled use of the trap can be arranged by contacting Dan Seeds at 347-6615.
