 Joyce Kilmer wrote “I 
think that I shall never see a poem 
as lovely as a tree”. Conway is a 
Tree City and they protect theirs. 
We in the Myrtle Trace commu-
nity struggle for a balance be-
tween our tree population and our 
resident population. 
 The Tree Sub-Committee 
of the ARC takes its work very 
seriously and they work very hard 
to achieve our needed balance 
with nature. 
 To have a tree removed, it 
must be rotted, diseased or in im-
minent danger of falling and caus-
ing damage and/or injury. The 
Committee’s decisions relative to 
the removals of trees are very 
rarely wrong. If a request for the 
removal of a tree or trees is turned 
down, an appeal may be filed with 
the Board but, unless hard evi-
dence is presented, it is unlikely 
that the Board will overrule the 
Committee. 
 We live within what used 
to be a “tree farm” which was part 
of a managed growth forest. To 
see the effects of “clear cutting”, 
one only has to look at the back 
nine of the former Burning Ridge 
West Course or travel to the Caro-
lina Forest communities. The 
choice should be clear. Myrtle 
Trace ambiance and the careful 
management of our legacy or bare 
properties with a 20 to 30 year 
wait for shade and beauty. 
 The Board feels that we 
should perpetuate that balance 
which has been passed on to us 
from the inception of our commu-
nity.
