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BOARD BRIEFS

UPDATE ON ROADWAYS

On April 11" an attorney from the office of the County Counsel visited for inspection of the Asso-
ciation’s records as part of the discovery process in preparation for the County’s defense against our suit to
“close the roads”. Discovery is a phase in the legal proceedings when each party presents a “Request for
Production” or “Interrogatory(ies)” to the other seeking access to records and identity of prospective wit-
nesses or experts with descriptions of the subject(s) of their intended testimony. On this occasion, the docu-
ments examined were photographs, plats, sketches, architectural plans, drawings and specifications, deeds,
surveys, ordinances, statutes, citations, road construction regulations and specifications, the Homeowners’
Association enabling documents, including but not limited to Articles of Incorporation, regulations, by-
laws, restrictive covenants, notices, agendas and meeting minutes, correspondence, financial structure and
soundness, and other documents.

The County’s attorney made copies of selected documents deemed important to the preparation of
recommendations to the County Council.

Agreement has not been reached as to venue; consequently, a date for hearing has not yet been es-
tablished. We have made additional documents available to our attorney for preparation of our discovery.

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RETENTION PONDS, FIRST QUARTER 2008

As a result of regular rainfalls, we have had the lowest demand
for well water during a first quarter in the five years of recorded use.
Our dependence on rainfall was emphatically clear during 2007 when
well water withdrawals exceeded our permitted amount by 11,491,000
gallons. It is also clear that our retention ponds are most attractive
when we have sufficient rainfall for the ponds to perform the function
for which they were designed and stormwater runoff fulfills our irriga-
tion needs.

Last December, we replaced the boards in the spillway at Lake
Vireo. Inadvertently, the height of the new boards raised the spill
level one and three-quarters inches above that established by DHEC in
their design of the County’s stormwater system. When we pull the top
board to trim 1 %7, the level in Lakes Owl, Sandpiper, Hummingbird
and Vireo will drop approximately five inches and as much as 1.4 mil-
lion gallons of water will be lost into the County’s “big ditch”. We
plan to take that action at the beginning of the hurricane season with
the hope that significant rainfall will mitigate withdrawal of well wa-
ter in restoring normal levels.

The Property Committee continually monitors the
ponds for water quantity and quality. They are mindful that these are
stormwater retention ponds. We have been in contact with a represen-
tative of the College of Natural and Applied Sciences at CCU and
plan to meet further to discuss management of our retention ponds.
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TREASURERS REPORT, FIRST QUARTER 2008

Our Total Current Assets are $222,573.54 of which
$218,372.45 are cash equivalents in certificates of deposit, money
market and checking accounts, petty cash and receipts not yet depos-
ited on the last business day of the month.

Total Current Liabilities are $47,056.50. They are $43,371.50
of deferred fee income representing amounts received from homeown-
ers for prepaid dues and $3,685.00 accrued expenses payable repre-
senting amounts not yet billed for services provided to us in March.

Total Equity of $175,517.04 represents the Association’s hold-
ings in funds for major repairs and replacements, operating funds and
net income to date in 2008. Included therein is $7,808.39 from the
provision for future road maintenance.

In summary, our financial health remains sound, our future
needs are properly funded and our members continue to meet their
dues obligations responsibly.
