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BOARD BRIEFS

UPDATE ON GATES

Our new gate system will be a combination of components which will be arranged in a manner and at
distances which will provide for the safe and efficient movement of vehicles. The system will recognize au-
thorized vehicles as they approach the barrier; provide for prompt passage; and automatically reset the barrier
to facilitate the flow of additional authorized traffic. Provision will be made for the safe turn around of unau-
thorized vehicles or in the event of equipment failure.

The gate sub-committee is recommending that vertical lift gates be installed as opposed to swinging
gates. Recognition devices being considered include a barcode label affixed to the left rear window of the ve-
hicle or a passive magnetic card similar to a credit card which may be read within a few feet.

The Board’s choice of components will occur after review of bids for alternative types of recognition
equipment. Preparation for installation not dependent on the chosen equipment has already begun. Metered
electrical supply and a street light for the gate area will be arranged this month. To provide adequate turn
around space, one tree will be removed in the area between the inbound and outbound road surfaces.

We expect that the successful bidder will have completed his work within sixty to ninety days after the
decision of the Board.

THANK YOU

The Board wishes to thank the many residents who answered our request to write to our legislators con-
cerning Senate Bill S-30. We’ve had a great deal of positive response from Senator Rankin and Representative
Viers . Both gentlemen have expressed their displeasure with the current bill. Representative Viers wrote to
many “ | vow to do everything in my power to stop it when it comes over from the Senate. Please pass the
word along to the community. Not only will I fight to kill it, but if it comes up for a vote, I’ll vote against the
Bill.” The Bill has gone from Sub-Committee to the Judiciary in a modified form. Still unacceptable, the Bill
places all Homeowner Associations under the Department of Consumer Affairs and requires an annual fee of
$1.00 per member to offset the cost of administration. As of our press time, the Judiciary has sent the bill back
to Sub-Committee. It seems unlikely it will pass this session as it must go back to the Judiciary, then to the
Senate and on to the House. We will continue our efforts to defeat this legislation.

REZONING REQUEST DENIED

The request for rezoning the Lakeside Crossing Subdivision was denied by the Horry County Planning
Commission at the public hearing on April 2", 2009. Both the Horry County Planning Staff and many Lake-
side Crossing residents supported denial of the proposed change in lot setbacks from 5 feet to 3 feet. At the
April 21st meeting of the Horry County Council, our Councilman, Carl Schwartzkopf, presented a resolution
asking the County Council to disapprove the request to rezone. The resolution to deny the requested rezoning
was passed by the County Council.
