MONTHLY ROAD UPDATE

We have found no reliable forecast for assignment of a court
date. If the Association and Horry County are previously able to agree
to a substantive stipulation of facts in the case, the hearing could be
concluded in as little as one court day. We are not aware of any third
party participation. After our case has been heard a ruling would nor-
mally be written within a few weeks to thirty days. Our attorney esti-
mates that the hearing will occur in October, and a ruling can be had
before the end of November. Should a party choose to appeal the rul-
ing, the case could remain unresolved for another year.

MYRTLE RIDGE CROSSING

The Faison organization, owner/developer of the complex an-
chored by Wal Mart, is actively marketing the property seeking ten-
ants for the out parcels and proposed retail store facilities. You may
have noticed the sign on the adjacent property lying between the Wal
Mart site and Burning Ridge Road. Faison has a contract for acquisi-
tion of that land to extend development along the 501 corridor from
Myrtle Ridge Drive to Burning Ridge Road. They will not close and
take title until there is sufficient tenant interest to justify moving for-
ward.
