YARD DEBRIS

A reminder on disposing or dumping of yard debris. It is the responsibility of the property owner to
properly dispose of any and all yard debris gathered while cleaning their property. If you have debris from a
hurricane or a severe tropical or thunderstorm, you may place it curbside for pickup by our maintenance crew
as they clean our community. These are the only instances when our crews will remove tree branches, and
storm residue. All other times it is the property owner’s responsibility to dispose of the yard waste properly.
It has been noted that some homeowners living adjacent to a body of water, or on the perimeter of the
community, have dumped yard waste in the water, or the adjacent wooded areas. This is not proper disposal
and should be discontinued. We then have to hire someone to clean up those areas, at the expense of all
homeowners.

Please be good stewards of the environment that we have come to love and cherish. Use proper
disposal methods.

We have had many outside contractors, solicitors and door-to-
door people of religion in our neighborhoods recently and, although
they may have only altruistic thoughts in their endeavors, Myrtle Trace
has a “No Solicitation” restriction in place. If someone of this nature
comes to your door, quietly remind them of our rule, and inform them
that you are calling the County Police.
