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BOARD BRIEFS 

 THE GATES 
            Our gates have been operational now for about six weeks and, from all reports, they are an outstanding 
success. Except for periods of inclement weather, the volume of traffic is estimated to average over 50 vehicles 
per hour during the hours of 7:00 AM to 9:00 PM. There have been virtually no problems with the gates with 
the exception of a few residents attempting to activate the gates with their decal-bearing windows rolled down. 
            In the event of a problem with either of the gates, the phone numbers of the members of the Gates Sub-
committee are prominently displayed at the gates, visible from both directions. A standard detailed procedure 
for dealing with problems by the committee has been established to minimize any inconvenience to our resi-
dents. Once a committee member has been called, depending on the complexity, a resolution will normally be 
achieved within a relatively short time frame. 
 
FLAG POLICY 
            The Board would like to clarify the policy on notification to the community at the time a resident 
passes away.  If it is the desire of the family, the Myrtle Trace flag will be lowered and an announcement 
posted at the Clubhouse and the website memorial page. We will simply announce the name of the deceased 
and the date of death. The flag will be lowered for three days unless there is a locally scheduled memorial ser-
vice within a few days of the death. In that case the flag will be lowered until after the memorial service. The 
MTHOA will also make a contribution to a charity of the family's choice. 

After many years of outstanding service, Charlene Rose has resigned as Flag Monitor. Val and Ethyl 
Gursky have volunteered to assume the flag responsibility. Their phone number is 234-2047. We are in need of 
a volunteer to be the alternate Flag Monitor in the absence of Val and Ethyl.

BOXWOOD LANE
